Additionally, awareness programmes for key functionaries on the implementation of vocational
education in alignment with NEP 2020 and NCF-SE 2023 were conducted for different regions.

Activities included an awareness-building boot camp on innovation, incubation, and entrepreneurship among
vocational teachers and students, an extension lecture on Art-Integrated Pedagogy in Vocational Education, and a
special lecture on skill development.

A diverse group of external and internal experts participated, contributing their insights to the review
process.

The workshop involved presentations and in-depth discussions on various aspects of the handbook. Experts
provided feedback on content accuracy, industry relevance, international benchmarks, and practical applicability.
Their inputs were carefully reviewed and integrated into a detailed action plan for further revisions. The workshop
was coordinated by Dr. V. K. Jain, Associate Professor, Department of Humanities, Science Education, and
Research, PSSCIVE, Bhopal.

During her visit to PSSCIVE, Ms. Archana
Sharma Awasthi, Joint Secretary at the Department of School Education and Literacy (DOSEL), Ministry of
Education, Government of India, met with the artisans. She praised their craftsmanship and emphasized the
importance of vocational education in this field. Ms. Awasthi highlighted the need to support artisans and further
promote their craft.

The Department of Home Science and Hospitality Management conducted the second three-day Working Group
Meeting (WGM) focused on developing the curriculum and textbooks for the job role of Bamboo Product Artisans
from September 23" to 25", 2024, at the PSS Central Institute of Vocational Education (PSSCIVE) in Bhopal. This
meeting aimed to collaborate with industry experts, representatives, and artisans to ensure that the curriculum
meets current market demands. The meeting also involved leveraging the expertise of esteemed institutions like the
Indian Institutes of Technology (IIT) and the School of Planning and Architecture (SPA). Participants engaged in
workshops, sharing insights on effective teaching methods and the practical skills essential for bamboo artisans.
They worked together to draft curriculum outlines and textbook content that emphasized both theoretical
knowledge and hands-on experience.

11. Working Group Meeting for Certificate Course on Artificial Intelligence

The working group convened to finalize the curriculum and provide guidance for the upcoming Certificate Course
on Artificial Intelligence at PSSCIVE, Bhopal. The meeting aimed to ensure that the course aligns with both
industry standards and academic rigour. The group outlined the core topics to be included in the curriculum, such as
Introduction to Al and Machine Learning, Data Science Fundamentals, Neural Networks and Deep Learning, Al
Ethics and Societal Impact, and Practical Applications of Al in Various Sectors. A modular approach was agreed
upon, allowing flexibility for learners, with each module consisting of theoretical concepts, hands-on projects, and
assessments to evaluate understanding.

The meeting emphasized incorporating case studies and real-world projects, leveraging Dr. Harivansh's
connections within the industry. Discussions also touched upon the possibility of guest lectures from Al
professionals, providing students with valuable insights into current trends in the field. A structured feedback
process was proposed to ensure continuous course improvement based on participant input. It was proposed that the
course be delivered over 150 hours, utilizing a hybrid model combining both online and in-person sessions. The
meeting concluded with a strong commitment from all participants to deliver a high-quality educational
experience, preparing students for the rapidly evolving field of artificial intelligence. The meeting was coordinated
by Dr. Munesh Chandra, Professor, Department of Engineering and Technology, PSSCIVE, Bhopal.

1. Training of Teachers of Secondary Stage (Grades 11-12) Teaching in Retail Sector

A Training Programme for Teachers of Secondary Stage
(Grades 11 & 12) on Domain-Specific Skrlls 1n the
Organised Retail Sector was organized from 1" to 5" July
2024 at the PSS Central Institute of Vocational Education
(PSSCIVE), Bhopal. A total of 38 vocational trainers and
teachers participated in the programme, representing
eight states: Haryana, Punjab, Gujarat, Karnataka,
Telangana, Uttarakhand, Himachal Pradesh, and West
Bengal.

The training covered a variety of essential skills for retail
sector teaching. The participants learned the
Fundamentals of Retailing, the Mechanism to Choose the
Right Products, Specialist Support to Customers, Sales
Presentation and Selling Skills, and Customer
Relationship Management. Other topics included Visual
Merchandising, Customer Retention, Loyalty Schemes
for Customers, and Customer Information Systems. The
training also focused on practical aspects, including
assignments on conducting group discussions, role plays,
writing case studies, maintaining student portfohos and
assessing student performance.

An industrial field visit was organized to a packaging
industry and several shopping malls and retail outlets.
This experience provided the participants with valuable
insights into the latest developments in the organised
retail sector. The goal was to equip the trainers with
knowledge and skills for implementing retail vocational
courses effectively in their respective states.

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4. Training Programme for Teachers of Secondary Stage (Grades 11-12) in the
Automotive Sector

A Training Programme for Teachers of Secondary Stage (Grades 11 & 12) in Domain-Specific Skills in the
Automotive Sector was organized from 5" to 9" August 2024 at the PSS Central Institute of Vocational Education
(PSSCIVE), Bhopal. The programme was attended by 26 vocational trainers and teachers from five states across
India, including West Bengal, Haryana, Gujarat, Punjab, and Goa.

The training focused on experiential learning, conceptual clarity, and vocational and intra-pedagogical approaches.
Sessions covered critical areas such as remedial corrections, Standard Operating Procedures (SOPs), layout
considerations, 3D printing technology, fuel supply systems of internal combustion engines, and solar installations,
including solar pumps, cost factors, utility, and module and load calculations.

Afield visit to CI Hyundai (Hyundai Workshop and Service Centre) provided participants with practical exposure to
engine maintenance and service procedures. Additionally, a hands-on activity was conducted in the automobile lab,
where participants disassembled and reassembled an engine to gain practical insights into automotive repair and
maintenance.

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6. Training of Teachers of Secondary Stage (Grades 11 & 12) on Domain-Specific Skills
in the Transportation, Logistics, and Warehousing Sector

A training programme for secondary-stage teachers was organized from 27" to 31* August 2024 at the PSS Central
Institute of Vocational Education (PSSCIVE), Bhopal. The programme aimed to equip vocational teachers with
essential skills in Transportation, Logistics, and Warehousing, ensuring alignment with industry standards,
technology integration, and safety compliance. The training focused on enhancing employability, preparing
teachers to deliver high-quality, industry-relevant education, and improving vocational education in schools.
Participants engaged in hands-on activities, group discussions, and industry visits to gain practical exposure. A total
of 14 vocational trainers from Goa participated in the programme. The meeting was coordinated by Dr. Pravin
Narayan Mahamuni, Associate Professor, Department of Business and Commerce, PSSCIVE, Bhopal.

7. Awareness Programme for Key Functionaries on Implementation of Vocational
Education as per NEP 2020 and NCF-SE 2023 for the Northern Region

An awareness programme for key functionaries of the Northern Region was organized from 2™ to 4" September
2024 at PSSCIVE, Bhopal. A total of 36 participants from four northern states attended, including 13 from Uttar
Pradesh, 5 from Uttarakhand, 10 from Delhi, and 8 from Haryana. Key discussions included the integration of
vocational education at the middle stage (Grades 6-8) and secondary stage (Grades 9-12), student support systems,
assessment and evaluation methodologies, and the digitalization of vocational education administration and
management.
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Special emphasis was placed on enhancing vocational education awareness through ICT tools such as Augmented
Reality (AR) and Virtual Reality (VR), as well as different forms of work-based activities. Additionally, participants
explored the Skill Hub Initiative for skilling adults and out-of-school children, various schemes promoting skill
development, and the provision of bagless days and fun-based activities as per NEP 2020.

To enrich their learning experience, they were also given an exposure visit to PSSCIVE's well-equipped vocational
laboratories, where they interacted with state-of-the-art facilities. The programme was coordinated by Dr. R. K.

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3. Extension Lecture-Vocational Education at Middle Stage (Grades 6 to 8)

An extension lecture on "Vocational Education at Middle Stage (Grades 6 to 8)" was held on 29 August 2024, at 5-G,
PSSCIVE. Prof. Vinay Swaroop Mehrotra, Head of the Department of Agriculture and Animal Husbandry at
PSSCIVE, presented a lecture on vocational education for grades 6-8. With 28 years of experience, Prof. Mehrotra
discussed the importance of work ethics and continuous teacher development. He provided an in-depth explanation
of NEP 2020's four educational stages and outlined key points for implementing vocational education at the middle
stage. These included changing mindsets, systemic reforms, proper guidance, activity-based learning, social
hierarchy reform, and rebranding vocational education as "skill education." Prof. Mehrotra also highlighted
PSSCIVE's contributions, including guidelines for "10 Bagless Days" and Career Cards.
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3. PSSCIVE Hosts Engaging Experiential Learning Summer Camp for Students

PSSCIVE successfully conducted a 10-day summer camp on "Experiential Learning" from June 5" to June 14",
2024, for students of Grades 6 to 8. A total of 18 students from 10 schools participated in various hands-on learning
activities aimed at developing practical skills and vocational insights.

During the camp, students engaged in gardening activities like potting, depotting, and repotting plants, learned
drone simulation, loT-based micro-irrigation, and 3D printing, and explored jam and jelly making, eco-friendly bag
designing, and sewing techniques. Additionally, they received training in first-aid applications, CPR, travel
planning, budgeting, and financial skills.

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5. PSSCIVE Organizes Orientation Programme for New Faculty Members

The Pandit Sunderlal Sharma Central Institute of Vocational Education (PSSCIVE) conducted an orientation
programme for newly appointed faculty members from 27" May to 7" June 2024. The programme aimed to
familiarize the participants with PSSCIVE's mission, policies, and educational methodologies, led by senior faculty
with extensive experience in vocational education. It provided an introduction to the institute's vision, curriculum,
teaching methods, and assessment practices. The orientation emphasized the importance of vocational education in
alignment with the National Education Policy (NEP) 2020 and the National Curriculum Framework for School
Education (NCF-SE) 2023. The sessions also highlighted the integration of vocational skills with academic
learning and the role of vocational education in the country's socio-economic development.

6. Celebration of Shiksha Saptah: Dissemination of Teaching-Learning Material

The first day of "Shiksha Saptah," commemorating the 4"anniversary of the National Education Policy (NEP) 2020,
was hosted by PSSCIVE Bhopal. The session focused on the dissemination of Teaching-Learning Material (TLM)
through vocational activities, engaging seventeen participants from across Madhya Pradesh. The session was
divided into three core areas: Machine and Materials, Life Forms, and Human Services.

Dr. Saurabh Prakash led the Machine and Materials section, where futuristic technologies like 3D printing and
drone flying were showcased. He demonstrated how 3D printed items such as keychains and mobile stands could be
created, emphasizing the role of integrating these technologies into vocational education for enhancing practical
learning. The session demonstrated how these activities could help students acquire vital skills and prepare them for
future challenges. The day successfully highlighted the transformative potential of vocational education,
reinforcing the commitment to advancing education in line with NEP 2020 and NCFSE 2023.

On Day 2, 100 participants, including students and teachers, engaged in hands-on activities across various fields
such as Home Science and Hospitality Management, Health Science, Commerce, Engineering, and Agriculture.
Students had the opportunity to create models, learn embroidery, practice cooking, and gain lifesaving skills such as
CPR.
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On Day 3, featured the unveiling of transformative guidelines for Ten Bagless Days under NEP 2020, designed to
encourage engaging educational activities for middle school students nationwide. Students learned to craft paper
bags from recyclable materials and explored drone flying techniques in a practical, hands-on learning environment.

On Day 4, the focus shifted to emerging fields such as Mechanical Engineering, Robotics, and Renewable Energy,
with particular emphasis on Hydrogen opportunities. Additionally, discussions on Al and Cyber Security revealed
the growing demand for roles such as Data Scientist and Al Product Manager. These discussions empowered 49
participants, providing them with insights into these dynamic fields and the growing job prospects within them.

On Day 5, culminated with inspiring lectures on skilling and digital initiatives in vocational education. The day saw
strong participation from educators, industry experts, and students. A total of 198 online and 120 offline attendees
joined the session to discuss the future of skilling and digital advancements in VET.

7. Development of Guidelines on “10 Bagless Days” for Classes 6 to 8 as per NEP 2020

In line with the vision of NEP 2020, the Institute developed comprehensive guidelines for the implementation of " 10
Bagless Days" for classes 6 to 8, aiming to make learning more experiential and reduce stress for students. These
guidelines were officially released on the fourth anniversary of NEP 2020, on 29" July 2024, by the Hon'ble Minister
of Education (State). The initiative is designed to encourage students to engage in practical, hands-on learning
experiences, free from the burden of carrying heavy school bags. The meeting was coordinated by Dr. Saurabh
Prakash from the Department of Engineering and Technology, PSSCIVE, Bhopal.

8. Launch of Career Guidance Book with 500 Career Cards

The Institute made a significant contribution to the development of a comprehensive Career Guidance Book in
collaboration with UNICEF India. This book features 500 detailed Career Cards aimed at assisting students in
making well-informed decisions about their future. These cards provide early exposure to a wide range of career
options, helping students understand the various responsibilities, required qualifications, and potential career paths
associated with each option. The initiative is in alignment with the National Education Policy (NEP) 2020, which
emphasizes the importance of vocational guidance and career planning as part of holistic education.

The Career Cards were officially released on the fourth anniversary of NEP 2020, on 29" July 2024, by the Hon'ble
Minister of Education, marking an important step towards empowering students with knowledge about diverse
career opportunities. The meeting was coordinated by Dr. V.S. Mehrotra from the Curriculum Development and
Evaluation Centre, PSSCIVE, Bhopal, who facilitated the development and dissemination of this valuable resource
for students across India.
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
